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2. Compatibility and system requirements

When developing MELCloud, high priority was placed on maximum compatibility with PCs, tablets and smartphones.

A product by Mitsubishi Electric, an MELCloud adapter, and an internet connection with a router with wi-fi capability are
needed to be able to use the MELCloud.

MELCIoud can be used on many PCs, tablets and smartphones made by the leading manufacturers.

It can be used either directly online in the newest internet browser or with a specially developed app that can be down-
loaded free of charge from the various app stores. The app detects which unit is being used and dynamically adapts the
display to the respective screen.

Wi-fi ADAPTER
In order to integrate an ATA/ATW or Lossnay unit into MELCloud, you will need the wi-fi adapter MAC-587IF from
Mitsubishi Electric.

NOTE ON WI-FI ADAPTER

The wi-fi device is connected to an indoor unit and is used to communicate status information as well as to control the

commands from the MELCloud.

e Not all indoor units are compatible with the wi-fi adapter. Verify that the indoor unit is compatible with the wi-fi adapter
before attempting to connect the wi-fi adapter.

NOTE [ONLY ATW (AIR-WATER) INDOOR UNIT]:
» A software update may be required for older ATW indoor units.
» The ATW indoor unit software has to be updated before using the wi-fi adapter.

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3.4 Connecting wi-fi adapter

Some ATA/ATW or Lossnay units have a wi-fi adapter ex works. The adapter is then already connected to the respective
slot. There are also units that provide an internal box to accommodate the wi-fi adapter. If it has to be retrofitted, follow
the instructions below. In the course of this document, installation with an external wall bracket will be explained.

Disconnect the ATA/ATW or Lossnay unit from the power supply before installing the wi-fi adapter. Instructions and other
information on how to connect the unit can be found in the operating instructions for the respective model.

The wi-fi adapter power cable has to be connected to the interior slot CN105 with the respective unit types. Units sup-
plied with an integrated wi-fi adapter ex works are an exception. To view a video on connecting a wi-fi adapter, scan the
following QR code with your mobile device.

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4.2 Mode selection

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8. FAQs

MY ROUTER DOES NOT HAVE WPS. CAN I STILL USE MELCLOUD?

A router that supports WPS has to be used. Alternatively, you can connect a secondary router that supports WPS to one
of the ports on your main router to be able to establish the connection to MELCloud. For more information, consult your
Mitsubishi Electric dealer.

CAN THE ROUTER BE CONNECTED VIA WEP CODE OR ANOTHER CONNECTION TECHNOLOGY?
No. As of now, the wi-fi adapter MAC-587IF-E can only be connected to routers that support WPS connections.

WHICH SECURITY PROTOCOL SHOULD | USE ON MY ROUTER TO ALLOW CONNECTION TO MELCLOUD.
You should use the WPA2-AES protocol. If you use other protocols, you may not be able to establish a connection.

DOES THE WI-FI ADAPTER SUPPORT MAC-587IF-E DYNAMIC IP ADDRESSES?
Yes, the wi-fi adapter supports MAC-587IF-E dynamic IP addresses. If the wi-fi adapter is connected via WPS, future dy-
namic IP addresses will not hinder proper operation.

POWER FAILED AND NOW MY WI-FI ADAPTER IS NO LONGER CONNECTED TO THE SERVER.

WHAT SHOULD | DO?

Re-connect the wi-fi adapter to the wi-fi router (Refer to the installation manual for the wi-fi adapter MAC-5871F-E). Then
the wi-fi adapter should connect automatically if power failure occurs again.

HOW MANY SYSTEMS CAN BE REGISTERED ON ONE MELCLOUD USER ACCOUNT?
The standard number in MELCloud is 10 systems per user account. This number can be increased. Please contact your
local Mitsubishi Electric facility or a support employee.

MY SYSTEM IS NOT CONTROLLING PROPERLY AND IT IS BEHAVING IN AN UNUSUAL MANNER.

WHAT SHOULD | DO?

Verify that local controllers or other control systems or users are not overwriting MELCloud commands and that they do
not contradict MELCloud.

If you use the timer feature in MELCloud, delete all timer settings in your local controller or vice versa to avoid contradic-
tory information.

HOW QUICKLY ARE MY CONTROLLER SETTINGS SENT TO THE UNIT?
THERE SEEMS TO BE A LONG DELAY.
MELCIoud retrieves new settings every five minutes, so updates can take from several seconds up to five minutes.

| WANT THE SETTINGS TO BE APPLIED SOONER.

CAN | REDUCE THE TIME BETWEEN UPDATES?

The query can be reduced from five minutes to one minute. Please contact your local Mitsubishi Electric facility or the
support to request the quicker query.

HOW MANY MITSUBISHI ELECTRIC WI-FI ADAPTERS DO | NEED?

You need only one wi-fi adapter for a Mr. Slim-Multisplit system, because the settings are the same for all indoor units
with this type of system.

| HAVE AN MXZ-MULTISPLIT SYSTEM WITH SIX INDOOR UNITS.

HOW MANY MITSUBISHI ELECTRIC WI-FI ADAPTERS DO | NEED?
With MXZ-Multisplit systems you need one wi-fi adapter for each indoor unit that you would like to control via MELCloud.
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| HAVE AN MXZ-MULTISPLIT SYSTEM. IF | SELECT “HEAT”, “COOL”, “AUTOM.” OR THE “FAN SPEED MODE”;
THE MXZ DOES NOT CHANGE MODES. WHY NOT?

The MXZ system can only run in a single mode for all of the currently operated indoor units. That is also the restriction of
normal controllers.

I TRIED TO INSTALL THE WI-FI ADAPTER MAC-587IF-E MYSELF AND CANNOT FIND HOW TO CONNECT IT TO
MY MITSUBISHI ELECTRIC UNITS.

HOW CAN | GET SUPPORT?

The wi-fi adapter may not be installed by untrained private persons. Immediately contact properly trained technicians.
The wi-fi adapter MAC-587IF-E is explicitly not designed to be installed by the user himself. Installation requires access
to potentially energised parts.

CAN | CONTROL MY MITSUBISHI ELECTRIC SYSTEM VIA MELCLOUD WITHOUT BEING CONNECTED TO THE
INTERNET?

Right now it is not possible to control the system via MELCloud with the wi-fi adapter MAC-587IF-E without being con-
nected to the internet. You have to be connected to the internet at all times to be able to use MELCloud.

HOW FAR AWAY FROM THE ROUTER CAN THE WI-FI ADAPTER MAC-587IF-E BE INSTALLED?

The distance that is possible depends on several factors. So always place the wi-fi adapter as close as possible to the
router. There are special wi-fi signal strength testers available from third parties that can be used to test the wi-fi signal in
your building. Signal amplifiers are also available from third parties.

DO | HAVE TO USE THE MITSUBISHI ELECTRIC WI-FI ADAPTER WITH MELCLOUD OR CAN | USE A THIRD-PARTY
ADAPTER?

You can and should use only the Mitsubishi Electric wi-fi adapter MAC-587IF-E. Otherwise you will not be able to access
our servers. If you use third-party products, we will not be able to provide support.

CAN THE WI-FI ADAPTER BE INSTALLED EVEN THOUGH THE WI-FI ROUTER DOES NOT HAVE A WPS BUTTON?
Yes, but there has to be a wi-fi router on hand that supports WPS. If the wi-fi router does not have WPS, a WPS-compati-
ble router can be connected to the existing wi-fi router without WPS.

WHICH CONNECTION PROTOCOL DOES THE WI-FI ROUTER HAVE TO USE?
The WPA2-AES protocol has to be used.

HOW MANY PRODUCTS CAN BE REGISTERED IN THE CORRESPONDING APPLICATION MELCLOUD?
The standard number of units per user is 10. However, this can be increased free of charge.

CAN THE UNIT BE MONITORED AND CONTROLLED WITHOUT BEING CONNECTED TO THE INTERNET?
No, an internet connection is always required to access the application MELCloud, which manages all of the units.

WHAT IS THE MAXIMUM POSSIBLE DISTANCE BETWEEN THE WI-FI ADAPTER AND WI-FI ROUTER?

That depends on several factors. The wi-fi signal strength can be tested e.g. with a laptop. There are ways to improve
wi-fi coverage throughout the building. If as an end user you are dealing with this issue, please consult your installer for
more information.
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
